Chatham offers early
bird H2O discount 

Property owners with facilities
located on roads that are in the first
phase of Chatham County’s
Southwest Water District need to
apply for county water service soon to
take advantage of the 90 percent dis-
count on the tap fee and to ensure
that neighbors and businesses who
need county water can get it.

“Residents in the Southwest
District can get a great deal on the tap
fee if they submit their application for
service in advance, but it is not neces-
sary to pay the fee immediately. We
will let you know when it’s time to
pay the fee, which will be shortly
before the waterlines are coming to
the area,” said Roy Lowder, director
of Chatham County’s Utilities
Department.

“The tap fee automatically jumps
from $500 to $4,500 once the water-
lines have been installed beyond your
address,” Lowder said.
